6) The Institution shall not utilize services of any lecturer in Government 

or other college till his / her retirement. 

7) The Institution is bound to get approved the list of students admitted 

on merit from Admission Control Committee, Mumbai and the fixation of 

fees to be charged for this cause from Tution Fees Committee.
